Articles Preparation Rules 
The article must be 1.5 spaced in A4 size, with 2 cm margins on all sides, 10-point font size, and Times New Roman text character. Articles should be written in Word 2003 or higher.
Sections of the article should be arranged as follows:

For Articles in Turkish
Turkish title, Name(s) of author(s) and their addresses, E-mails, ORCID number(s), Turkish abstract, Turkish key words, English title, English abstract, Key words, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion, References.

For Articles in English
English title, Name(s) of author(s) and their addresses, E-mails, ORCID number(s), English abstract, Key words, Turkish title, Turkish abstract, Turkish key words, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion, References.

If necessary, authors may use sub-titles. The title of each section should be written in bold, and the initial letters should be capitalized.
All scientific names must be italicized in the text; if they appear in the title, they should be both bold and italic. Genus and species names must first be given together with the author citation at their first occurrence. Thereafter, only the species name should be used.
A blank line must be left between sections.

Title
· The title of Turkish articles should be 14-point.
· The English title should be 12-point.
· Initial letters of names and surnames of the authors should be capitalized.
· The address should be written under the author’s name.
· The e-mail address of the corresponding author must be provided.
· Academic titles are not included in the article.

Key Words
Should consist of 4–10 words.

Introduction
The research topic should be presented as briefly and concisely as possible.
The aim of the study should be clearly stated.

References
· References in the text must be written in parentheses (author, year).
· The References section should be written in 10-point font, in alphabetical order.
· The first letters of book titles, article titles, and conference titles should be capitalized.
· Master’s theses are not included as references.
· References should be written in APA style, following publications from 2019 onward, as shown below.

Tables and Figures
· All images (photographs, drawings, graphs, maps, etc.) should be referred to as Figures.
· Figures and tables should be numbered consecutively in the text.
· The maximum size of tables and figures should not exceed 14 × 20 cm.
· Figures must be original.
· Photographs must have a minimum resolution of 600 dpi or be scanned.
· Figures should be submitted separately from the main text as JPEG files.
· Figure captions should be written below the figure in 10-point font.
· Table titles should be written above the table in 10-point font.
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
